Manager Rebert presented “Spike” Rorrer's video presentation of the following areas of
interest: completed demolition of Carlisle Street/Dart Drive gas station and beginning
construction of Graystone bank at same location; Stonecroft new construction; sewer
interceptor project now at Primrose Lane; 108 Railroad Street former Borough Hall
offices and St. Mark's Church; traffic flow at school dismissal at Mou! Avenue & Wilson
Avenue; Slagle Run; geese and goslings; employees testing new latex paint at sewer
plant; flatbed truck; new Heil refuse truck; Home Depot blockage of front aisleway and
parking lot; Rail Trail weeds removed; infield rebuilt by Public Works at Utz Field;
Centennial Avenue sewer problem caused by disposable wipes; sinkhole at Edgegrove
Road & Oak Lane; and North Franklin Street Japanese Lilacs in bloom at Hanover
Residences.




OPEN CAUCUS

Water Committee Chairman Funke scheduled a meeting of the Water Committee for
Wednesday, June 9" at 6:00 PM to discuss the floating cover. Engineer Orndorff will
contact Mike Haufler of Hydro Terra to attend the meeting. The Water Committee is
composed of the following Council Members: Mr. Funke, Mr. Eline, Ms. Hormel, Mr.
Leppo and Mr. McLin.

Mr. Keith Stambaugh, Warehouse Gourmet, 7 Pennsylvania Avenue inquired as to what
documents were still needed to get started on his renovations, since the plan was
approved. Solicitor McKonly replied the agreement of sale was never forwarded from
Attorney Restak, but he will take care of contacting Mr. Restak and finalizing all
documents. As soon as the final agreements have been settled, Mr. Stambaugh can
then apply for his building permit.to begin his renovations.

Engineer Orndorff introduced Mr. Doug DeClerk, a consultant hired to oversee the bids
for the elevated water tank reconditioning. He has over thirty (30) years experience in
the business of elevated tank reconditioning. He explained that lead abatement involves
a complicated and involved process. The Terrace Avenue tank must be tarped, fully
sealed and anchored, so no paint or chemicals can escape during the process. The
lead abatement process alone costs a minimum of $200,000, and if the low bidder from
Michigan would contract the job and not finish, then the bonding company would only be
responsible for the bid amount which is so low it would be difficult to hire another
contractor to properly finish the job. Mr. DeClerk noted the second low bidder is more in
line with the projected costs. He has worked with this company in the past and has had
no problem with their work. Mr. DeClerk will contact the low bidder and discuss this
matter further before a decision is made at the June 9, 2010 Council meeting.

ADJOURNMENT

It was moved by Mr. Eline, seconded by Mrs. Griffin to adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM
to a closed caucus to discuss a personnel item. Motion carried.
