Council Chamber, July 14, 2010

President Gerken convened the public meeting of Hanover Borough Council
Wednesday Evening July 14, 2010 at 7:30 PM in the Hanover Municipal Building, 44
Frederick Street, Hanover, Pennsylvania, as advertised.

The meeting started with the Pledge of Allegiance followed by a moment of silent
prayer. President Gerken asked everyone to remember former Mayor Maggie Hormel
in their thoughts this evening.

On roll call the following Council Members answered as present: Mr. Delzingaro, Mr.
Eline, Mr. Funke, Mr. Gerken, Mrs. Griffin, Ms. Hormel, Mr. Hufnagle, Mr. Leppo, and
Mr. McLin; Mayor Adams; Solicitor McKonly; Engineer Orndorff and Secretary Miller.
Absent was Mrs. Yingling.

BIDS RECEIVED FOR WASTWATER TREATMENT PLANT UPGRADE

President Gerken asked Engineer Orndorff to read the bids as opened at 7:00 PM this
evening. Engineer Omdorff stated that sealed bids for the Wastewater Treatment Plant
Upgrade were publicly opened and read aloud at 7,00 PM in the basement Caucus
Room at the Borough Office. The contract Documents state bids will remain subject to
acceptance for a period of 60 days after the date of Bid Opening. An abstract of the
amounts of the base bids and major alternatives, if any, will be made available to
Bidders after the opening of Bids provided by Gannett Fleming Inc.

Contract 1 — General Construction 8 bids
Contract 2 — Plumbing Work 6 bids
Contract 3 - HVAC Work 5 bids
Contract 4 - Electrical Work 4 bids

Engineer Omdorff introduced Mr. Jeffrey Golding, Gannett Fleming to Council and
asked for his comments on the bids received. Mr. Golding stated the bid was estimated
to be approximately 17.2 million; but potential low bidders total 15.6 million for all
contracts. Mr. Golding noted many other municipalities are also in the process of
accepting bids for wastewater treatment plant upgrades to comply with the Department
of Environmental Protection's Chesapeake Bay cleanup mandate.

- raised on Center Square with the flag. She also thanked all Council members and staff
for their cards and condolences.

Unfinished Business

Mr. Funke announced he would like to hold a Water Committee Meeting at 6:30 FM on
Wednesday, July 28, 2010 prior to the Council meeting that evening to review samples
of the potential new covers for Parr's Hill.

Mr. Eline reported he attended a meeting, along with Gary Laird, Mayor Adams, and
Representative Tallman with the Gettysburg Tourism Bureau regarding the upcoming
anniversary celebrations planned for 2011 — 2015. Gettysburg is seeking to incorporate
all events in the area on a single calendar. Mr. Eline noted Hanover's proposed
schedule would not be in line with Gettysburg’s proposed schedule, and he further
noted Hanover's goal is focused more on celebrating the events, and does not seek to
profit on events planned. Mr. Eline stated he intends to keep Gettysburg informed and
that he will also receive periodic updates from them, as dates and events are set.

Mr. Eline brought a sample rain gauge of approximately 3 to 4 feet in height for use with
DEP's possible maximum flood of 34 inches of rain over 72 hours.

Mr. Delzingaro stated he was very impressed with the Evening Sun's recent editorial on
the 3.75 million dollar DEP dam breast refurbishing mandate being unnecessary and
costly to taxpayers, and he asked Council if they felt a citizen letter writing campaign in
objection to the mandate would be worthwhile. Mr. Leppo offered to help if needed.
The consensus was that this effort would probably not change DEP's directive, as other
municipalities are being required to make the same dam upgrades based on the same
rainfall event.



Communications

President Gerken asked Council if August 31% or September 2™ would be convenient to
hold the Annual Council Picnic/Arbutus Festival. [t was agreed to hold the event on
Tuesday, August 31, A memo regarding same will be forwarded.

Presidéent Gerken stated the Search Committee for the Borough Manager Position has
received fifty-one (51) resumes. Interviews and background checks will be conducted
after the July 30" deadline.

It was moved by Mr. Leppo, seconded by Mr. Eline that the meeting adjourn at 8:17 PM.
